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All applicants, including native English speakers, who take classes offered in English should
submit a valid TOEFL iBT or IELTS scores, regardless of whether those institutions are
located in an area where English is the first language or the institutions use English as the
medium of instruction.

GEA applicants who take classes offered in Japanese should submit a JLPT score with grade
“N1”. Native Japanese speakers can submit the language proficiency statement (Form 5)
instead of JLPT N1.
GESR applicants, including native Japanese speakers, who wish to be supervised in
Japanese should submit a JLPT score with grade “N1”
